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on the frontier:

The amazing story of the Far East
Broadcasting Company

t began in the thick jungles outside Manila, Philippines,

where VU alums built a radio station and tower while

battling tropical disease, midnight theft and social chaos

on the heels of World War 11. They had no guarantees, no

money. Their goal: take the gospel to the world by radio.
It was a risk that proved worthwhile: Their efforts grew into
one of the most strategic evangelistic ministries of the 20th
century, the Far East Broadcasting Company, which today
has a staff of 1,200, radio towers in a dozen countries and a
potential audience of 3.1 billion people.

One of those missionary-adventurers, Bob Bowman, 88,
stands in the foyer of the bustling FEBC building in La
Mirada, a cheerful and proud papa, admiring what's become
of the organization he (‘36), John Broger (‘39) and Bill
Roberts (‘30) founded in 1945.

“This is where it all started,” he says, showing visitors large
wall photos of Manila, Saipan, the Seychelles Islands and
countries where FEBC has stations and devoted listeners.
“We had no idea [the network] would become what it has. If
we’d have known, our faith probably wouldn’t have been up
toit.”

FEBC stations air the gospel along with music and teaching
tailored to the specific culture they are targeting, whether it’s
in Vietnam, China or the Middle East. They receive 84,000
responses a month by fax, mail and e-mail.

That'’s a long way from where the vision began, with $1,000
and a one-way ticket to China. But first, God sent the men
to school.

Bowman says he was “prayed into” Southern California Bible
College, now Vanguard, by his mother.

“The missionary vision was born in my heart there,” he says.
“On the wall behind the platform was a large map of the
world bearing names of missionaries, and the words of
missionary William Carey: ‘Attempt great things for God;
expect great things from God.”

Bowman became a founding member of the popular Haven of
Rest radio show, which he would travel with for 12 years and
which would lay a network of contacts he drew from later
when starting FEBC.

John Broger, meanwhile, had met the Lord while vacationing
in Florida and boldly came to SCBC three weeks later by
train. His background in radio production meshed with the

missionary call, and he felt sure
God was preparing him to build
missionary radio stations. When he
met Bowman, they became fast
friends. Seeds of the vision were
planted in their hearts as early as
1938, but the growth of that vision
was interrupted by World War 1.

Bill Roberts had taken a dying
church in Los Angeles, merged it
with a congregation in Inglewood
and made it thrive. When the
Haven of Rest was grounded due
to gasoline conservation measures,
Roberts asked Bowman to help in
the music of his church. One result
was the Gospel and Song radio
program.

During those days Bowman shared
the international radio vision with Roberts.

“Radio is a ministry just as pastoring is a ministry,” Roberts
says. “It’s an extension of church ministry.”

As the war wound down, the strands of the vision came
together. Broger, during his exemplary service aboard the
carrier Bon Homme Richard, had established himself as a
premier radar technician, and yet he yearned to launch
missionary radio stations. When he arrived in San Francisco
after the war, Bowman met him at the docks and they and
their wives prayed about the vision they shared. Broger left a
well-paying business partnership, and Bowman left active
membership in the Haven of Rest, and in December 1945,
the threesome incorporated FEBC, with Roberts’ church as
the first sponsor.

“Many people thought our vision was crazy, but we kept at it
with reckless faith,” says Bowman.

In the years that followed, frustration was great, but victory
was greater. Broger’s exploratory trip to Asia succeeded when
the Philippine government granted them a license. Their
first piece of land was a dense, tangled jungle littered with
remnants of the fierce battles over Manila. They cleared this,
erected a station and called it Christian Radio City Manila.

God intervened to help
Bowman raise money
back in the U.S., and
they learned more hard
lessons — how wood
would warp in humid
environments, how
governments could be
fickle. But with Bowman
and Roberts’ relentless
fundraising and Broger’s
non-stop efforts overseas,
the towers went up, and
by the time Bowman and
his wife made their first
trip to Asia and heard
the FEBC broadcast from
the deck of their ship —
a memory that brings
tears to his eyes — their
humble stations were
taking the gospel to more
people than they'd dreamed
possible.

And FEBC continued to grow.
They erected 20 radio stations
in their first 20 years of
operation, adding short-wave
transmitters to broadcast to
nations in Asia, the Middle
East and the Soviet Union.

—

And they found themselves in
the fray as communist
movements struggled to take
OVer various countries.
Atheistic governments stopped
the gospel at their borders, but
FEBC's radio signal flew past
and reached people within. Russia began to jam the signal
“like fury” when the gospel was preached, says Bowman, so
FEBC played Tchaikovsky until the jamming stopped, then
quickly slipped in a gospel message before the signal was
jammed, then went back to Tchaikovsky.

They also found that FEBC drove people into local churches.

In Manila they built little wooden radios dubbed “portable
missionaries,” or PMs, and distributed them in the barrios.
The radios helped start hundreds of churches in the
Philippines and elsewhere.

Soon, Broger was offered a job at the department of defense,
and went on to serve 20 years heading up the Office of
Information and Education. He was the first civilian to hold
the post since Thomas Paine in General George
Washington’s army. Roberts continued pastoring and
developing his own ministry by buying a radio station,
KWRN, broadcasting out of Corona. It continues to train

Bowman stayed with
FEBC as it grew,
adding stations and
production centers in
Thailand, Korea,
Mongolia, Indonesia,
the UK, Canada,
Cambodia, Taiwan,
Hong Kong and
elsewhere. They made
a point of turning the
stations over to
nationals in each
country, so today 90
percent of FEBC staff
are nationals.

“That was a big part of
its success,” Bowman
says. “We trained
many to be engineers
and station workers,
and they'd get saved in the process.”

Today, FEBC’s track record is mind-boggling.

Their stations cover Asia, the Middle East and

Russia, broadcasting with five times the power of

Los Angeles’ most powerful secular stations. An
estimated half of the Christians in China first

heard the gospel through radio. A newspaper in

Vietnam once reported angrily that thousands of Hmong
tribal people were leaving spirit worship for “the God of the
radio.”

“Radio is the easiest way to reach the masses with the gospel
because most everyone has a radio now,” Bowman says. “The
Lord has wonderfully blessed.”

Less than 10 percent of the $36 million a year needed to run
FEBC comes from the U.S. The people in those countries
support the stations. Chinese speak to Chinese, Japanese to
Japanese and so on.

Bowman continued with the Far East Broadcasting ministry
as president for 42 years before retirement. Roberts remains
active in radio. At 94, he is entering the field of mini-
transmitters which can be carried in a suitcase and broadcast
up to 1,000 watts to serve a specific community. John Broger,
89, is retired and lives in Palm Desert. And Jim Bowman,
Bob’s son, serves as FEBC's international chairman. FEBC

living by example

onald E. Baldwin, professor of philosophy,

has held several positions at Vanguard,

but he values most the relationships he’s

found in the community, and the students

who, under his tutelage, woke up to their
destiny in Christ.

He calls it the moment “when the lights go on.”

“I always hope students will absorb Christian values in
a way they haven’t up to that point,” Baldwin says. “I
hope there will be a liberation in Christ, intellectually
and spiritually, as a result of what | do in class. Their
orientation toward the future changes. Christianity
stops being a rote or mechanical experience and they
adapt faith as their own.”

Baldwin is one of the first professors many freshman
see, as he leads the welcome week communion
service. Many go on to take his religion and
philosophy classes, where he’s gained a reputation as a
kind-hearted listener, a student of cultures and a
proponent of vigorous intellectual inquiry.

That approach draws from his upbringing on Crow
and Cheyenne reservations in Montana. Baldwin’s
mother was a pioneering Pentecostal
preacher/missionary in the mold of Aimee Semple
McPherson, under whom she was converted. With her
twin sister she planted churches in California and the
northwest, navigating country roads by compass.

Baldwin thought he’d be a mechanic, like his father,

but experience would teach him he lacked a

mechanic’s intuitions. After a season of rebellion

against God in high school, fueled by the conflict

between his mother and alcoholic father, Baldwin

entered the Navy, gave his heart to Christ and discovered his
talent with exams, books and ideas. He plunged into studying
differing world views, and his mother’s strong example kept
his feet on the ground.

Junior college opened up his world, and he abandoned
psychology for philosophy which offered “wide open vistas to
explore ideas across a range of subjects.” As the first family
member to attend a four-year college, he made up for it in
spades, earning a bachelor’s degree from UCLA, an MA at

and that my faith would be strengthened rather than
weakened. She taught me God is not afraid of intellectual
engagement.”

“I love the collegiate atmosphere,” he says, with some
understatement.

In 1960 he married Judy, a woman like his mother: strong,
determined, fun-loving and with a prophetic side. She was
“just the person to have to move around the country,” he
says. “She held the family together.”

As an academic, Baldwin’s Christ-based theology often
contradicted the philosophies of his professors and fellow
students.

“You learn the wonderful breadth of
philosophy but also its limits,” he
says. “Lots of philosophers dwell on
the mind, but life has many
different dimensions, which many
philosophers don’t see.”

He wrote his masters thesis on
Blaise Pascal’s wager on the
existence of God. Baldwin believes
relationships are at life’s center: a
relationship with God, one intimate
relationship with a person of the
opposite sex, and relationships with
other people. Philosophy, he says,
should connect to a multi-
dimensional lifestyle. And “you
can't do that without having Christ
at the center of yor life,” he says.
“Then your intellect is liberated,
your relationships are stabilized and
you can find meaning in the
universe, in your intellect and in
relationships.”

He spent 11 years teaching at
Evangel University in Springfield,
Missouri, then came to VU in 1977
as campus pastor and found his
intellectual and spiritual home. He
went on to serve as chairman of the
religion and leadership departments,
and associate chair in religion for
the School for Professional Studies,
the position he holds now.

“Vanguard is thoroughly Pentecostal

yet thoroughly intellectual,” he says.

“It values relationships. All these folks are scholars and
lovers of God.”

Those relationships have been especially important during
Baldwin’s present struggle with advanced, inoperable prostate
cancer, a life development he’s integrated into his teaching.
In spite of the struggles it brings, he stays focused on
generating those life-changing realizations, the “lights on”
experiences. He describes it like so:

“First, students get a perspective on their past life and their
misdirected or mistaken beliefs,” he says. “Then they
integrate their new perspective of Christ and what He can do

into their life. Their future becomes bigger, and Christ is at
the center.”

He recalls students who went on to build orphanages in
Africa, pastor churches and become a professor at Baldwin’s
alma mater, the University of Missouri.

“I'm always happy when people go beyond me and do better
than I did,” he says.

Rick Craig (‘01) came to
VU as a mid-career student
and took many courses
from Baldwin. Craig is now
a pastor at First Christian
Church of Napa Valley.
Baldwin presided over his
ordination ceremony.

“Dr. B. is a wonderful
man,” Craig says. “For me,
there was an immediate
bond. | appreciated his
teaching style. He doesn’t
talk down to students but
invites you into the
conversation. | appreciated
his perspective on theology
and his willingness to
accept others’ ideas
lovingly. There’s a true
spirit of a teacher in him.”

Baldwin says he teaches
students, not subjects. “The
subject matter is given to
me, but the focus is on
students right in front of
me,” he says. “There’s no
- point in lecturing if they're
- not connecting to it, so you
adjust so that they're
hearing, not just listening.”

He’s done plenty of
speaking at churches and
conferences, youth
conventions and retreats. He’s been interim pastor several
times, including at Newport Mesa Christian Center, his
home church. He has five children ages 30-40, and 11
grandchildren.

“To have a good life, you cannot live on auto-pilot,” he says.
“You've got to take life and relationships seriously. I've
valued my relationships with my wife, children,
grandchildren and friends all my life, and I value them

more now.” i

IN MEMORY OF EDNA HARRISON-
HARLIN, WIFE OF FORMER VU
PRESIDENT

Edna Harrison-Harlin, wife of Irvine Harrison, the second
president of Southern California Bible College, now Vanguard
University, died July 17. She was 90.

Harrison-Harlin was born and raised in Kitchner, Ontario,
Canada, and married Irvine Harrison against her banker father's
strong objections and offers of wealth. The couple conducted street evangelism and
founded Pentecostal churches in Canada until 1943 when Irvine was offered a position as
professor at SCBC in Pasadena. He persuaded Edna to move from Canada by sending her
a crate of fresh California oranges and a bouquet of roses.

At SCBC, Irvine was promoted from professor to dean of students and then to president.
In 1949, he led the move from Pasadena to Costa Mesa. Initially, Edna and family (sons
David and Bob) were given one of the army barracks as their residence. Their third son,
Larry, was born to complete the family.

Edna became an active swimmer and taught swim lessons through the Red Cross to pay
for her sons’ music lessons. She and Irvine left SCBC in 1956 and were later associated

with the National Educators Fellowship, Full Gospel Business Fellowship International, and
the school of theology at Oral Roberts University in Tulsa. While in Tulsa, Edna became a

landscape and floral artist.

Irvine died in 1972. In 1979, Edna was swept off her feet by Admiral John Harlin. They

were married until his death in 1992.

Edna is remembered as a wonderful grandmother, mother, wife and friend and encourager.
The day before she died she was offering lemonade to visitors.

What began as an idea in the minds of
two VU alums became the $200 million
Home Depot Center sports complex at Cal State Dominguez Hills.

Ron Prettyman 77 and Patrick Guillen ‘87, the former athletic director and sports
information director at VU, heard that Anschutz Entertainment Group, owner of the
Staples Center, was looking for land on which to build a soccer stadium. CSU
Dominguez Hills, where Prettyman is athletic director and Guillen is sports information
director, had a 90-acre “gopher patch” which had been leased seasonally to a nursery
for growing azaleas. A remote control airplane club used it on weekends.

“I normally wouldn’t go out on a limb, but after reading what Anschutz wanted to do, |
thought we had a lot to offer them,” says Prettyman. “It was one of those one in a
million cold calls”

That cold call, greeted with a distinct lack of enthusiasm by Anschutz's money men,
turned warm when Guillen told them the land sat between four major highway
interchanges. Within weeks Guillen had a number of extremely wealthy people in a golf
cart for a tour.

“We'd been trying to develop that land for years,” Guillen says. “Ideas had come and
gone. Golf courses, hotels. .. They fell in love with it”

Three years later, CSUDH has what is recognized as the greatest soccer facility in the
world, the Home Depot Center, with nine perimeter fields and a synthetic field. It's the
home of the Los Angeles Galaxy and the US Soccer Federation. It will host the
Women's World Cup.

The 125-acre project also includes an 8,000-seat sunken tennis stadium which will host
the JP Morgan Chase Open in August, 30 perimeter tennis courts, beautiful new
baseball and softball fields and the world’s premiere track and field venue. The school
just hosted the Home Depot Track and Field Invitational meet, a major event on the
Golden Spikes tour.The track facility will host the 2006 World Cup, the first time this
event will have been held in the United States. AEG also gave CSUDH a new $1.2
million hardwood court for its basketball/volleyball gymnasium.

All'in a day’s work, say Prettyman and Guillen.

“You keep your eyes and ears open and pursue every opportunity that presents itself
on behalf of who you're working for,” says Prettyman. “It came about this time.”

Prettyman says his many years at Vanguard “helped develop a lot of my background
and my conscientiousness about the way | do things, with that spiritual foundation.”
Other VU alums in his family include his daughter Shara ‘00, wife, brother and father.

Guillen says he didn't get any special kickback for helping bring the Home Depot
Center to CSUDH.

“I'm the type of person who tries to think up something new;” he says.“l remember as
a student at VU | was assistant controller for Crown Ace Hardware store. | always tried
to think how we could increase sales, and | ran them by professor Greg Smith”

This much-anticipated building, which will be completed in
spring 2004, is the first step in fulfilling the campus master
plan, which is part of President Dempster’s Vision 2010. In
the last five years, university enrollment has increased 53
percent.

acting agents
while still a high-schooler
living in Seattle, but she
came to Vanguard to “have
that time where | was being
built up as a Christian. |
didn’t want the world to get
to me at such a young age,”
she says.

That investment is paying

off in her personal life and
academics. In September,

Maier will enter the 3-year,
super-selective MFA theater
program at UCLA. Only 12
students are accepted every year.

“There are so many wonderful things to say about Emily that
it’s hard to convey them,” says Rina Campbell, VU’s director
of youth ministry relations. “God has already used her to
touch the lives of thousands through comedy and drama. But
we’ve only seen the beginning. Emily is brilliant and driven
to accomplish the dreams the Lord has placed in her heart.”

The road to Maier’s latest accomplishment ran through VU’s
theater program, and four years of acting, stage managing and
doing whatever else was needed to put on dozens of plays. Her
talent bloomed along with the program, which had only four
season ticket holders when she came. Today there are 190.

“It was a really big deal for me to do other things than act,
which is what | liked about Vanguard’s department,” she says.
“You don't just get to build your ego as an actor. [Theater
director] Sue Berkompas makes you direct, stage manage, be
involved in costumes, so you don't take those things for
granted.”

Maier chose VU because Berkompas assured her she wouldn’t
have to find a career to fall back on. “If you love theater and
you love the Lord, He'll take care of you and put you where
He wants you,” Sue told her, says Maier. That got Maier’s
attention. And when she asked VU students to keep her in
prayer, they pulled her aside and prayed on the spot.
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“Vanguard was the only school where people prayed with me
about my decision to go there,” Maier says. “The people were
so active in living out their faith.”

She found a family in the theater group, and in Entourage,
VU’s female traveling comedy sketch group. Maier won a
best supporting actor award for “Quilters,” an all-girl play
about women who settled the West. But she learned just as
much when she didn’t have an acting role.

“Stage managing a multi-media version of Hamlet was my
biggest learning experience,” she says. “That’s a scary show to
do because everyone expects so much. ‘Are they going to
butcher this show or is it going to be good?™”

The production, entirely student-led, succeeded wildly.

“We put so much prayer into it, walking through the theater
and praying over the seats and the people who would come
into the room,” she says. “We prayed that we would be an
excellent theater, good artists and full of integrity.”

That gets to the heart of Maier’s acting philosophy

“When | step on stage, | act for God only, like I'm
worshiping Him,” she says. “In a secular theater setting | do
that in an excellent way. When you're worshiping the Lord,
the audience sees something different about you. There are
windows of total connection between you and them. I've felt
that in Entourage during serious skits and funny ones. There

are silences when it clicks in their heads and they get the
point you're making. You can’t replace those moments.
They’re priceless. It's another way God can speak to people.”

As she approached graduation, she auditioned in San
Francisco in front of 50 grad schools representatives who'd
never heard of Vanguard. A whopping 13 schools asked her
back for further auditions. That day, standing in the elevator,
she found herself thinking, “Lord, this is what I'll be doing
the rest of my life. I can feel it.”

She chose UCLA over other prestigious programs because of
its avenues into film acting.

“God says to go out into all the world, and the entertainment
industry needs Christians in it,” she says. “It lines up with the
mission of our school, which is why I love VU so much.
We're preparing Christians to go into fields like this.”

Entertainers capture the world’s attention, she says. “If people
like you, they'll listen and you have that chance to share the

love of Christ. | think of Hollywood as a mission field just as

much as people who are sent to Africa. I've always felt called

to L.A., and God has given me an open door.”

Her goal after establishing herself as an actress is to start a
summer camp for Christian kids who want to be actors and
work in the industry — to play a guiding, nurturing role the
way Sue Berkompas did in her life.

“Vanguard has the best Christian theater department in our
area,” Maier says. “We have something special. I'm privileged
to have been part of it.”

And her work for VU isn’'t over yet. Before plunging into the
UCLA program, she’s traveling with Deliverage, the
combined “third team” that substitutes for Delivery Boys and
Entourage during the busy
summer season.

“Entourage is an amazing
blast,” she says. “It’s
another way God confirms
your dreams. He pours into
your life when you're
pouring into other lives.”

And when summer ends,
she’ll walk through the
next door, to even greater
opportunities. P

now operates 40 stations and leases time on 85 more in other
countries. It broadcasts in 159 major languages, airing 600
broadcast hours a day.

Mean Time so he can quickly know the time in any country
where FEBC has stations. As the prayer meeting wraps up we go
into the room and look upon a wall-sized map lit up with red
dots where FEBC stations and production studios operate. A
worker walks in, breathless, and says they just received a
$500,000 donation to complete a project. “We still have Bob
Bowman-sized miracles happening,” he says, laughing. Bowman
smiles and says simply, “Praise the Lord.”

Later, reflecting on his ministry career, Bowman says, “l hope
young people see it’s worthwhile to give your life to Christ.

Tenlen led the trio with
a 3.89 GPA in business administration,
followed by Bradley with a 3.6 in
Spanish, and Yohner with a 3.56 in
liberal studies.

Criteria for Academic All-GSAC and
NAIA Scholar-Athlete selections include
a junior academic status with a minimum
3.5 GPA and certain athletic minimums
set by each sport within the NAIA.

BAseEBALL'S CARNAHAN
NAMED ALL-GSAC

Joe Carnahan, a left-handed outfielder
from Ashland, Wis., was named to the
18-member Golden State Athletic
Conference all-league team.

Carnahan helped lead the Lions to a 24-
26 overall record this season, and led the
team with a .348 batting average and a
.494 slugging percentage. The senior was
second on the team in hits (55), doubles
(14), and runs batted in (31), while
leading with 21 walks and coming in
third with 28 runs scored and three
home runs.

The two-time All-GSAC performer also
pitched over 52 innings and recorded
two shutouts on the mound. Despite
Carnahan'’s offensive output, the Lions
were not able to defend their 2002
Region Il Title that he helped them earn
in his first year with VU last season.

VU SOFTBALL HAS
THREE HONOREES

Three members of the softball team
received postseason awards for the 2003
season.

Celina Camarillo, a senior from
Whittier, was named to the Academic
All-GSAC and NAIA Scholar-Athlete
teams for the second consecutive season.



Second baseman Ashley Mauro was the only Lion to start all 54 games for the softball team this
season. She made the All-GSAC and All-Region I teams.

A three-year starting left fielder for the
Lions and two-time All-GSAC player,
she also maintained a 3.7 grade point
average in business administration and
graduated in May. Camarillo led
Vanguard with six triples and 12 stolen
bases and registered a .445 slugging
percentage in her final season.

Junior Rachael Rolle earned her first
Academic All-GSAC and NAIA
Scholar-Athlete award, carrying a 3.78
grade point average in the field of
Athletic Training. The third-year
starting catcher from Seabeck, Wash.,
recorded 147 put outs behind the plate
and allowed only 26 stolen bases in 46
games played. Rolle will enter her fourth
and final season at Vanguard as the only
senior on next year’s Lion softball team.

Ashley Mauro, a sophomore second
baseman, was the only member of the
VU softball team to make the All-
GSAC and All-Region Il teams this
season. The Las Vegas native garnered
her first collegiate all-conference
selection after an extremely productive

season for the Lions. She led Vanguard
in hits (46), runs (36), doubles (17),
RBIs (33), slugging percentage (.532),
and tied for the lead in home runs with
three. She was the only Lion to start all
54 games for the team in 2003.

COACHING HIGHLIGHTS

Coach Bryan Wilkins will remember his
fifteenth season at VU for the 11
athletes who competed nationally and
three individual titles at the GSAC
meet. Sarah Hall led Wilkins’ charge by
qualifying for nationals in Cross
Country, Indoor Track and Field, and
Outdoor Track and Field, not to
mention breaking her mother’s (Sherri
Hall) school records in the process.
Hall’s fifth place performance in the
3,000 meter race at the NAIA Indoor
Championships gained her All-America
status for the first time in her career.

Coaching highlights for the year
included men’s soccer coach Randy
Dodge’s first collegiate victory, women'’s
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basketball coach Russ Davis’ second
GSAC Coach of the Year Award, and
men’s tennis coach Mattias Johansson'’s
hundredth career victory.

In 1952, sitting in a lower division drawing class at the University of Oregon, | stared at
some rocks, sticks and other items that were designed to unleash the creative genius in me
that would certainly produce the next great American architect. Frank Lloyd Wright's mantel
had already been reserved.

Then Ralph Carmichael and his “Ambassadors” made their annual visit to our humble
Assembly of God church in Eugene. It didn't take long for this student to realize that the
blondes, brunettes and redheads | saw in that singing group presented a great deal more
promise than rocks, sticks and T squares. A major shift in majors was made with little prayer,
nothing fervent, and the answer came quickly: The next fall | landed in the Bean Patch (SCBC), the wonderful
campus of World War Il barracks and “temporary” classrooms of which many still grace the campus today.

| went a step further and added my voice to the Ambassador Choir, and later the Ambassador Quartet. Many
of our lives were shaped, chiseled and polished by experiences in these groups. In my menu of memories | see Phil
Munger driving that old Greyhound choir bus like a bat out of Hades on our way to Heaven. | see many of us at
the end of a service, standing in the back of those churches, selling our high tech 78-rpm recordings. | remember
the night when one side of the bed disappeared over Niagara simply because my quartet roommate out weighed
me three to one.

These events sparkle like little jewels in my memory bank, but my greatest Vanguard moments lie elsewhere. |
remember Win (Wimpy) Stewart, my roommate. He shared his life and gave me friendship, loyalty and love. My
life has been different because of Win. My quartet buddies endured some of the worst preaching this side heaven
(mine), but they encouraged me. Friends and faculty created an environment which made it possible to aim
beyond my limited vision. It didn’t matter if | ever reached so lofty a destination. | knew | could try.

When the books are closed on Vanguard alums, loving relationships will stand out as defining moments of our
time together.

In the fall of 1955, my junior year, a cruise missile was launched from the San Fernando Valley. She landed on
campus. Rocks, sticks and all the rest were forgotten while Dorene Hauff brought a whole new dimension to my
understanding of loving relationships. In fact, she has continued to enhance my life for the past 46 years. Like other
campus romances, Dorene and | did our share of Jericho marches around those WW Il barracks. Eventually the
walls came down, but our relationship has endured.

We all walk onto campus as imperfect pieces of clay. In the Potter's hands the clay is molded to the design of
the Master. Can we agree that the clay has been easier to shape because of our Vanguard heritage? That heritage
provides us with a cradle visited by the Holy Spirit, shaping our personalities, character and lives. It leaves us with
an insatiable desire to find a place where God could place us for His pleasure.

Loving relationships are still the product of our great University. They will continue to produce incredible
results for the Kingdom of God. The numbers and conquest will be greater, but the quality of love and devotion
is changeless.

2003 COMMENCEMENT GUEST SPEECH

It's a great honor to be here today, especially as Vanguard celebrates
the largest graduating class in its history. It has been fascinating to
watch this college continue to transform. | have been personally
involved with the University for a number of years, and have also
known many great leaders who are Vanguard alumni. Within the
Orange County Sheriff’s Department there are Vanguard alumni
throughout the ranks who are wonderful leaders, not only in the
Department, but also within our community.

Throughout my career in law enforcement, | have had the opportunity
to travel around the United States speaking to a variety of groups on a
wide array of subjects, such as the Amber Alert. Since 5-year-old
Samantha Runnion’s vicious kidnapping and murder, the State of
California has run 33 successful Amber Alerts. After the loss of
Samantha, | traveled the country talking about the importance of a
National Amber Alert.We finally got Congress's attention and, earlier
this month, the President of the United States signed the National
Amber Alert Bill. God did not let Samantha die in vain — one little girl's
life transformed a nation and will save thousands of lives.

President Bush asked me to serve as a senior advisor on the
President's Homeland Security Committee, through which | have had
the opportunity to speak about terrorism and keeping America safe. |
have watched common citizens turn into unlikely leaders simply
because they have realized that their talents, as unique as they may be,
are useful to all of us.

However, nothing gives me greater honor than to be standing in front
of you today and sharing with you what our future looks like and who
our leaders are going to be. This current generation, born between
1980 and 2005, is typically referred to as Echo-Boomers or Millennials.
The Millennials are well on their way to becoming America’s first 100-
million-person generation. Compared to the Boomers who number
around 80 million, and the Xers who are somewhere around 20
