SEASON OUTLOOK
Losing the majority of the starting lineup after the 2004-05 Lions made their second National Tournament in history, Vanguard's men's basketbal
program endured a difficult year of rebuilding. Led by seniors Kevin Dalafu, who had the team in scoring, and Miguel Rosales and Curt Watson, the
Lions were young to say the least. Aside from Dalafu (12.1 ppg), the Lions looked to returning junior guards Greg Gusiff (9.9 ppg) and Brian Robert:
(4.9 ppg), as well as junior transfers Matt Davis (6.8 ppg) and Brandon Henderson (4.6 ppg, 2.7 rpg) to supply a veteran presence and leadership
Vhile the 2006-07 Lions tallied an overall record of 7-22 and a GSAC mark of 4-16, the season offered the opportunity for growth in perseverance, ha
work, and maturity. Freshmen Dennis Heenan and Greg Scott, as well as a handful of other first-year players, reaped playing time that an otherwise
Veteran roster might not have afforded. A dedicated student of basketball, Heenan worked his way into the starting lineup and was the second-leadin
scorer (12 ppg, 4.1 rpg) and rebounder while starting every game. For 2007-08, Coach Fred Litzenberger hopes that a strong nucleus of returners
including redshirt senior De'Auonte’ Johnson, Roberts, Gusiff, Davis, and Henderson, can provide a base of stability for leadership for a cast of seven
new players. Lizenberger has a trio of transfers in Arvydas Vaitiekus (Utah State) and Andrew Ellis (Victory Valley) to compliment VU's returning
veteran players. Freshmen Tony Trajceski, Michael Aljoe, Korbin McCarthy, Landon Pluimer, and William Thompson will add depth and options fo
the coaching staff to lean on. Playing in the increasingly tough GSAC, the Lions will have many challenges during the season, however, the outloo}
lhas to be positive coming off last season. The coaching staff expects the experienced gained last year to help winning more close games in 2007-08
